DIVISIBILITY TESTS

2 -  If the last digit of a number is a 2, 4, 6, 8, or 0

3 – If the sum of the digits is divisible by 3.  Example: 198, 1+ 9 + 8 = 18 and 3 divides 18 by 6 times.

4 – If the number formed by the last two digits is divisible by 4.  Example:  324, the last number you look at is 24 and 4 divides into 24 six times so 4 will go into 324.

5 – The last digit is a 0 or a 5.

6 – The number must be even (divisible by 2) AND be divisible by 3.  This is because the only two factors of six is 2 and 3.

7 – I will explain this one in class.

8 – If the number formed by the last 3 digits is divisible by 8.  

9 – If the sum of the digits is divisible by 9.  Similar to the number 3.

10 – If the last digit is a zero.
